The last couple weeks of December were very busy. A
military evening dinner, and also, one for the church and
friends. We have given out numerous copies of the book,
More than a Carpenter, by Josh and Sean McDowell. Several have begun to read it, and we hope and
pray to have discussions with them. I gave a copy to three of my medical doctors, a few lawyers
who come to Cyndi's English class, and some Military. I spoke with a student recently, who was
surprised that I believed that Jesus was God. She says that she is a believer, but in the Catholic
way. Pray for her. Her name is Joanna. More wives than men were at the Military Dinner as the
men were at sea and will be until this month.

We ask you to continue to pray for Samyand his
family, especially during this time of troubl e in his home
country of Tunisia. One of my girl students came into the
Center before school, crying because of the turmoil there.
We have a number of Tunisians who come into the
Center. Pray that we can minister to them, and that they
will be more open to the Gospel during this time. Our
Bible studies on Wednesdays and Fridays do not draw a
crowd, but we pray God will draw those whom He has
chosen to saving faith in Christ. One guy who comes into
the Center from time to time, Néoracio, came to our Bible
study last Wednesday. He is from Portugal and is here
looking for work. He even had his Portuguese Bible with
him when he came. The students at Performance, the
school across the street from the Center, have not had
much interest in the Gospel this year. In this picture, you
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see Bob and some of the more regular students. They have all been witnessed to, but only God
knows what effect this has had on their hearts. 

Our little church is still doing fine, running around 15 to 20, counting the children. Pray for
Stéphane,a teenager, as he was baptized the 30th of January.
He is very faithful on Sundays and the Tuesday evening Bible
study. His mother, Martine, is also faithful on Sundays. Pray
for the family as his brothers and father are not saved. Also
pray for Cécile, a woman who has been coming for the past sev-
eral weeks. She is interested in the Gospel, asks questions, but
has some issues that seem to hinder her in coming to a saving
knowledge of Christ. Pray for the Mahobah family. Sarahis
expecting her third child this month, and Jean-Felix, her hus-
band, is looking for work as he has finished school. We would
also ask you to pray for Hervé (pictured) and his wife, Caroline.
They are now reading the book by the McDowells, and are
very interested in knowing more about God; we pray about
their need of salvation.
